Rather, proof of
ownership must be provided timely by the holder of the proxy, if the proxy is contested in
accordance with the procedure above.

INITIAL LANDOWNERS’ MEETING 
MARCH 30, 2017 

 
 
A. CALL TO ORDER 
 
The Initial Landowners’ Meeting of the Avenir Community Development District was called to order at 
11:05 a.m. in the offices of Special District Services, Inc. located at 2501A Burns Roam Beach Gardens, 
Florida 33410. 
 
B. PROOF OF PUBLICATION 
 
Proof of publication was presented which showed that notice of the Initial Landowners’ Meeting had 
been published in The Palm Beach Post on March 3, 2017, and March 10, 2017, as legally required.  
 
C. ESTABLISH A QUORUM 
 
A quorum was established with the following Supervisors in attendance: 
 
Chairperson Virginia Cepero (via conference call), Vice Chairperson Rosa Eckstein Schechter, and 
Supervisors Daniel Lopez, David Serviansky and Eduardo Stern. 
 
Also in attendance were Peter L. Pimentel and Jason Pierman of Special District Services, Inc.; Attorney 
Dennis Lyles of Billing, Cochran, Lyles, Mauro & Ramsey, P.A.; District Engineer Carlos Ballbe of 
Ballbe & Associates.; and Bond Counsel Stephen Sanford (via conference call) of Greenberg Traurig, 
P.A. 
 
Also present were:  Tricia LasCasas and Len Lindahl of Special District Services, Inc.; Brian Seymour 
of Gunster; and Scott Schule (via conference call) of U.S. Bank. 
 
Mr. Pimentel noted that Mr. Stern had been sworn in prior to the start of the Landowners’ Meeting.   
 
Mr. Pimentel announced that Mr. Lopez was the lone Landowner in attendance, and therefore constituted 
a quorum.   
 
D. CONSIDER ADOPTION OF ELECTION PROCEDURES 
 
Mr. Pimentel explained that this initial Landowners’ Election would be for all five seats, with the two 
candidates with the highest number of votes receiving four (4) year terms, and the rest receiving two (2) 
year terms.  
 
E. ELECTION OF CHAIRPERSON FOR LANDOWNERS’ MEETING 
 
Mr. Lopez designated himself as Chairperson for Landowners’ Meeting. 
 
F.  ELECTION OF SECRETARY FOR LANDOWNERS’ MEETING 
 
Mr. Lopez designated Mr. Pimentel as Secretary for Landowners’ Meeting. 
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G.  CONFIRMATION OF ELECTION OF SUPERVISORS 
  1.  Determine Number of Voting Units Represented or Assigned by Proxy 
 
Mr. Pimentel determined that Mr. Lopez represented 2,427.8 acres, which constituted 2,428 votes. 
 
  2.  Nomination of Candidates 
 
Mr. Lopez nominated himself, Virginia Cepero, Rosa Eckstein, David Serviansky and Eduardo Stern.   
 
  3.  Casting of Ballots 
 
Mr. Pimentel advised Mr. Lopez to cast his votes for the candidates.  
 
  4.  Ballot Tabulations 
 
After tabulating the results, Mr. Pimentel announced that Ms. Cepero and Ms. Eckstein had each received 
4,428 votes, and would receive 4-year terms; and Mr. Lopez, Mr. Serviansky and Mr. Stern had each 
received 2,000 votes, and would receive 2-year terms.   
 
H.  CERTIFICATION OF RESULTS 
 
Mr. Pimentel called for any objections to the results.  Hearing none, Mr. Pierman certified the election 
results.  
 
I. LANDOWNER COMMENTS 
 
There were no comments from the landowner. 
 
J. ADJOURNMENT 
 
There being no further business to come before the Board, a motion was made by Mr. Lopez to adjourn 
the Initial Landowners’ Meeting at 11:10 a.m.
